Later, he continued his education at Brooklyn College in
New York, USA, where he studied with Patricia McCAFFREY
and pursued a master’s program for a time.

Between 2014 and 2015, he lived in Barcelona, Spain, where
he successfully completed a master’s program in vocal
techniques. His music career began in Turkey with the roles
of Mecnun in Levla ile Mecnun, Don Jose in Carmen in
Minnesota, and Arturo in Lucia di Lammermoor. Throughout
his career, Mete TASIN had the opportunity to closely work
with prominent figures in the opera world.
